About Our Guest Speakers

Kevin Boyce

The Honorable Kevin L. Boyce was sworn in as the 47th Treasurer of
the State of Ohio on January 7, 2009. As Treasurer, Boyce is committed
to improving Ohio’s financial future and ensuring Ohioans’ tax dollars
are strategically invested and protected. In addition to the role of State

where he leads the effort to raise public awareness of the 2010 Census
and works with local communities to ensure Ohio receives appropri-
ate funding levels from the federal government. Boyce also serves as

Chairman of the National Association of State Treasurers (NAST) Financial Literacy Committee.

In this capacity, he guides the financial education components of treasuries around the
nation, and provides advice for the development of NAST financial literacy programs.

Prior to his appointment as Treasurer, Boyce served eight years as a member of the
Columbus City Councdil.

Governor Ted Strickand

Gov. Ted Strickland has served as a minister, a psychologist, a profes-
sor, a Member of Congress and now as Governor of the State of Ohio.

As Governor, Ted believes that Ohio government must live within its
means while investing in what matters. Brought together by a sense of
common purpose, legislators from both parties have worked closely with
the Governor to strengthen Ohio.

He didn't come to public service as a lawyer or an investor, but as the
son of a steelworker. Ted was born on August 4, 1941 in Lucasville, Ohio,
one of nine children. He spent his childhood active in church and school life. As a young man,
he never imagined he would be able to go to college until a high school teacher took him on
a trip to Asbury College and Theological Seminary in Kentucky.

Ted was elected governor of Ohio on November 7, 2006, and was sworn into office on
January 8, 2007.

Gerald W. McEntee

Gerald W. McEntee is the International President of the 1.6 million-
member American Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees
(AFSCME), one of the most aggressive and politically active organizing
unions in the AFL-CIO.
As a Vice President of the AFL-CIO and chair of the Political Education
Committee, McEntee is a key leader of the labor movement and its politi-
cal efforts. Under McEntee's leadership, the federation created its highly
successful and much imitated voter education and mobilization program, which increased the
number of union household voters to a record 26 percent of the electorate in 2006.
McEntee has long been a leader in the fight to reform the nation’s health care system. He
chairs the AFL-CIO’s Health Care Committee and is a co-chair of Health Care for America
NOW!, a national grassroots coalition that has launched a $40 million campaign to guaran-
tee quality, affordable health care for all Americans

Yvette McGee Brown

Yvette McGee Brown is the current and founding president of the
Center for Child and Family Advocacy at Nationwide Children’s Hospital,
a former Franklin County Common Pleas Court judge, and an active,
respected leader in the central Ohio community.

McGee Brown served as a judge in the Franklin County Court of
Common Pleas, Division of Domestic Relations and Juvenile Court,
from 1993 to 2002. She was the first African-American and the second
woman to be elected to the court.

In 2008, Yvette was inducted into the Ohio Women's Hall of Fame. Among her honors,
Yvette has received the YWCA Woman of Achievement Award and several honors from Ohio
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
